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Leadership Training Course in Medical Ethics and Public Health
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This course presents students commercial films as case involving ethical dilemmas and the students

discuss identified moral problems in a small group from the medical humanities’ standpoint of view.
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students accomplish the
following objectives:

1 to develop ethical sensitivity related to medical humanities;

2 to identify ethical dilemmas in human narratives;

3 to discuss relevant moral issues with others;

and

4 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare

professionals in clinical settings as a qualified teacher.
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This course provides comprehensive educational program concerning research ethics with humans.
Students observe research ethics reviews in Tohoku University Graduate School of Medicine and

Tohoku University Hospital.
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students accomplish the
following objectives:

1 to understand ethical problems and dilemmas involving medical research with humans;

2 to be familiar with and conduct actual ethical review of research with humans;

and

3 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare

professionals in clinical settings as a qualified teacher.
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ethics consultation held in Tohoku University Hospital and other healthcare institutions
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students accomplish the
following objectives:

1 to understand ethical problems and dilemmas involving healthcare settings;

2 to be familiar with and conduct actual clinical ethical consultation;

3 to be able to propose the best course of action in given cases with difficult ethical dilemmas; and
4 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare

professionals in clinical settings as a qualified teacher.
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This course examines major fundamental theories, principles, concepts, and controversies in ethics

and bioethics. The course is intended to serve as a basis of all other courses.
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students accomplish the
following objectives:

1 to be familiar with and understand major ethical theories, principles and concepts in ethics and
bioethics;

2 to be able to apply those fundamental ideas for practical problem-solving in healthcare settings and
research with humans;

3 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare

professionals in clinical settings as a qualified teacher.
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This course is intended to serve as an opportunity to read various types of empirical research papers
in the field of biomedical ethics in major international journals. The course focuses on detailed

methodologies applied in these published studies.
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students will be able to:
Students who complete this course are expected to accomplish the following objectives:

1 to learn diverse methods used in empirical research in the field of biomedical ethics;

2 to understand the characteristics of these methods;

3 to be able to gain the skills to design and implement one’s own research project;

and

4 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare

professionals in clinical settings as a qualified teacher.
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This course examines major ethical issues in public ethics as well as national healthcare system
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Upon successful completion of this course it is expected that master students will be able to:

1 to identify ethical issues in the field of public health and healthcare system

2 to be able to propose countermeasures to address social problems related to individual rights,
human rights, and public interest;

3 to be able to provide similar educational programs with both beginner-students and healthcare
